JOIN FORCES TO PRESENT FIRST REGIONAL ENERGY TECHNOLOGY SEMINAR

State of Texas Plays Active Role in National Effort to Educate Local Communities About Best Practices for Energy-Saving Solutions

The City of Houston, Texas State Energy Conservation Office, Reliant Energy Solutions and the U.S. Department of Energy’s (DOE) Rebuild America program, a national network of over 440 partnerships committed to improving communities through energy efficiency, will host the second in a series of energy seminars to be held nationwide.  This event will be held in the George R. Brown Convention Center, June 11, 2002.  This marks the first time that the City of Houston has been chosen to host a regional energy seminar that will provide significant opportunities to the local community to learn how the latest energy-saving technologies in buildings can be turned into significant cost savings.  

The seminar is designed to attract energy-efficiency decision makers in K-12 schools, local municipalities, government, commercial businesses, building owners and facility managers.  Sessions address energy-efficient technology, financing energy-saving measures, lighting fixtures and controls, chillers and controls, energy tracking software and others.  The centerpiece of the seminar is an overview of Texas Senate Bill 5.  One of the City’s key goals is to comply with the Bill by June 2002 which calls for a 5 percent reduction in electricity consumption each year for the next five years in communities with air quality that does not meet minimum federal standards.
